Transformation in Christian Life

Christian life is a life that demands change. God has chosen us
in Christ Jesus. The purpose of God’s work in us is to restore
the lost glory in humanity. The ultimate purpose of
transformation in Christian life is for us to conform to the
image of Christ.

Humans were created in the image of God. All of God's
creation was glorious, but we fall short of His glory because of
sin. As Romans 3:23 states, “All have sinned and fall short of
the glory of God” Christ came into the world and died for us
in order to restore the glory that was lost. The spiritual
relationship with God was lost, and the human spirit became
dead, as the life-giving relationship with God was severed.
Restoration of our relationship with God through the sacrifice
of Jesus Christ demands a transformation of life.

This transformation requires deep commitment on our part,
as outlined in Romans 12:2. We must avoid conforming to the
pattern of this world, which is rooted in sin.

Transformation requires the renewing of our minds. Our
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minds, shaped by the world’s order, are filled with evil
thoughts and desires. We must not retain these evil desires,
instead be filled with Gods Word. A strong and daily
relationship with the Lord is essential for the renewal of our
minds. A regular prayer life is also necessary for this renewal.

Life in the Spirit is regained through a relationship with Jesus
and faith in His atonement. The life we receive from the Lord
Jesus enables us to be renewed in mind. The Spirit of the Lord
empowers us to walk in the knowledge of the Lord. We are
called to walk in obedience to the Holy Spirit (Gal. 5:16).
